BACKGROUND:

Staff met with Salem Najjar of the SERVE Hospitality Group in the fall of 2023.
Kolhbrook Design (herein referred to as the Applicant) has served as Mr. Najjars agent in
the design of the building. The Applicant wishes to bring a new commercial building to
the Market Square area. The proposal is for a multi-tenant building, with a Tropical
Smoothie Café as the anchor tenant. https://www.tropicalsmoothiecafe.com/
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The project is due south of the Firestone building. As a part of this process the
Applicant has submitted applications for a Conditional Use Permit, and Site

Approval. The Conditional Use Permit requested is to allow for an outdoor seating area
for the Tropical Smoothie Café. The outdoor area would consist of one table. The hours
of operation for the business would be 7 a.m. to 9 p.m. The current zoning on the Parcel
is B4. No zoning changes have been requested.

PRIOR ACTION TAKEN:

Plan Commission heard these requests on April 8" and held the necessary public hearing
for the Conditional Use Permit. The Plan Commission approved conditional use permit
for outdoor dining (7-0) and the site plan (7-0). The Plan Commission only request was
that parking on the northernly portion of the property be available for employee parking.

The Board reviewed this project at our April 9" Work Session. Trustee Nelson brought
up a concern about the flow of parking and requested that signage be placed at the
southern entrance to direct traffic. She also requested that the trash enclosure have a
metal door as opposed to a wooden one. Administrator Peters spoke with the Developer
and he confirmed that they will have the signage requested and the enclosure door will be
metal. Trustee Nelson also requested that, if possible, Somers be worked into signage on
the building. They stated that they would try to work Somers into the signage.

SUGGESTED ACTION/ACTION REQUESTED/COMMENTS:

Kenosha County Planning has reviewed the application and materials submitted and
recommends approval with several conditions. Baxter Woodman’s comments are
attached. The Applicant will need to update the attached plans based on the before-
mentioned comments. Attorney Davison has provided a draft of the Conditional Use
Permit. At the time of this memo, the Development Agreement is still in working form.
A draft will be provided before Tuesday’s Board Meeting. In the event that the Village
Board agrees with the suggested action, a suggested motion to approve would be as
follows:

OVERVIEW:

The Petitioner proposes to develop tax parcel # 82-4-222-271-0309 (Lot 9 of Somers Market
Center) with a 5,130 sq. ft. multi-tenant building for a Tropical Smoothie Café and two
additional tenants, with a drive through and outside dining area. A Conditional Use Permit is
being sought by the Petitioner to allow a small outside dining area.

PLANNER COMMENTS:
The proposed building meets all required minimum setbacks from lot lines and public street
rights-of-way, and at a proposed 23 feet in height is well under the 35 foot height maximum.

The site is proposed to be accessed at its northwest corner via an existing access easement that
was established with the Somers Market Center plat, which also serves Lots 7 and 8. An
additional access point into the site is shown at the southwest portion of the site which will also
eventually serve as a shared access with the parcel to the south (parcel # 82-4-222-271-0110) once
developed.

Based on Tropical Smoothie Café’s 1,770 sq. ft. of tenant area, the zoning ordinance requires 1
parking space per 50 sq. ft. (35 spaces), plus one space for each employee on the largest work
shift (4), for a total of 39 required spaces. The submitted site plan provides for 55 parking
spaces. This leaves 16 spaces available for the remaining 2 building tenants. As such, the
Petitioner will need to market the remaining tenant spaces (each shown to be 1680 sq. ft.) to
uses which require less parking demand such as retail stores (1 space per 200 sq. ft.),
medical/dental offices (1 space per 250 sq. ft.), or professional offices (1 space per 400 sq. ft.).
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The submitted plans also provide for adequate stacking capacity of at least 8 vehicles leading up
to the drive-through. Parking spaces are shown on the plans as being 9’ x 18’ in size (9'x18’
required by ordinance) and 24’ wide drive aisle requirement between 90° parking spaces is
being met as well.

One area of the site plan that will require a revision is along the northern lot line, where the
row of parking spaces appears to be closer than 10’ from the lot line, which is the minimum
setback requirement for parking or paved areas. It may be possible to reduce the aisle width in
that area of the site plan from 24’ by angling the parking spaces and making it a one-way aisle.
The Village ordinance does allow an aisle width of 18’ for 60° parking spaces.

The proposed outside dining area for Tropical Smoothie Café is located off the northeast
portion of the building and is approximately 370 sq. ft. in area. The Petitioner has indicated to
staff that one table would be located on the outside dining patio.

The submitted landscape plan provides for a diverse mixture of deciduous & evergreen trees,
shrubs, and ornamental grasses and generally conforms to Village zoning ordinance
requirements. One area of the landscaping plan that should be updated however is along the
east, west and south sides of the trash dumpster enclosure where there are no plantings shown.
Section 18.32(D)(22)(d)(iii) of the Village code requires trash dumpster enclosures to be
surrounded by coniferous shrubs or trees. The landscaping plan should be revised to include
coniferous shrubs or trees surrounding the trash enclosure.

The site plan shows the trash enclosure to be located at the southern portion of the site and
allows enough space for 1 trash dumpster per tenant. It is shown to be surrounded by a concrete
curb and enclosed with treated wood plank fencing of approximately 7.5’ in height. This meets
Village code requirement of being screened with fencing of decorative wood or masonry six feet
in height.

The submitted photometric lighting plan generally complies with the Village ordinance
standard of light intensity not exceeding 0.5 foot-candles at property lines, except for some
values along the northern and southern lot lines which exceed the intensity standard. The
photometric plan shall be revised to adjust intensities in these areas to meet the requirement.
All proposed lighting fixtures (ground and building-mounted) shall be full cut-off type fixtures.

This project will require approval from the City of Kenosha for an Airport Site Plan review, as
the property is located within one the City’s air zones.

Planning & Development will issue zoning permits for the project only after the Petitioner has
executed a Developer’s Agreement with the Village and has met any other of the Village’s
requirements for the development.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:
Should the Plan Commission choose to recommend approval of this project, staff would
recommend the following conditions:

1. The Conditional Use Permit for outside dining shall be subject to the following:

a. Subject to the application received by the office of Planning & Development on
February 23, 2024, along with associated site plans which includes an
approximately 370 sq. ft. outdoor patio dining area at the northeast corner of the
proposed building.

b. There shall be no outside amplified music speakers or live music.
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c. Hours of operation of the outside dining area to be determined by the Board and
incorporated into final Developer’s Agreement.

Note: The submitted application indicates business hours of operation from 7am to
9pm.

d. It is the responsibility of the applicant to assure and guarantee that the above
conditions are fully complied with. This includes, but is not necessarily limited
to, meeting conditions established herein, providing any applicable letters of
credit, providing and following approved plans, obtaining permits prior to
construction, making improvements, participating in coordination meetings
with governmental officials, following established time frames, meeting
deadlines, and providing additional information where deemed necessary. Any
unauthorized deviation from the approved plans and conditions shall result in
the issuance of a citation and/or applicable stop work order by the Village of
Somers or other applicable agencies until the conditional use permit is brought
back into compliance. Continued violation of the conditions as set forth herein
shall result in a recommendation for revocation of the Conditional Use Permit.

e. Any substantial change or expansion of the submitted plan of operation, i.e.,
expansion of the proposed outside dining area or addition of new outside dining
areas, shall require the applicant to reapply for a Conditional Use Permit to the
Village of Somers for its review and approval.

f. If property ownership and/or tenant shall happen to change then it shall be the
responsibility of the person(s) that signed these conditions to notify new owner
and/or tenant of all above stated conditions of approval.

g. It is the total responsibility of the petitioner to assure and guarantee that the
above stated conditions are fully complied with. Any deviation from the
approved plans and conditions shall result in the issuance of a citation and
associated stop work order until the project is brought back into compliance.
Continuance of the project shall result in a recommendation for revocation of
the Conditional Use Permit.

As requested, we reviewed the attached engineering plan and site lighting plans for the subject project.

We recommend resubmittal based on the following comments:

Verify that the property to the south will have future access to Market Lane. The subject property
currently extends south along this property’s frontage.

Verify what improvements are acceptable within the Wisconsin Electric Power Company transmission
line easement.

Modify the photometric plan to meet the lighting ordinance; the plan indicates that 0.5 footcandles is
exceeded at the north and south property lines.

Verify the proposed impervious area percentage is at or below the allowable for the regional
stormwater treatment.

Provide a grading plan.

Provide a utility plan.

Show the existing driveway on the north property line. The proposed parking area and driveway
appear to conflict with the existing driveway.

Provide a minimum 10’ parking lot setback from the property lines.

Connect the south driveway curb line to the existing Market Lane curb.

Relocate the existing fire hydrant will need to be relocated based on the proposed driveway location.

Our review did not include in depth field verification of existing conditions, elevations, grades and/or
topography as shown on the plans. The developer and their consultants have the ultimate responsibility for
the correct representation of existing field conditions, as well as providing a design that complies with Village
Ordinances and Standards.

No building or sign shall be permitted to be sited on the property in a manner which
would unnecessarily destroy or substantially damage the natural beauty of the area,
particularly insofar as it would adversely affect values incident to ownership of land in
that area, or which would unnecessarily have an adverse effect on the beauty and
general enjoyment of existing structures on adjoining properties.

The facade of all buildings which face upon a street right-of-way shall be finished with
an aesthetically pleasing material. A minimum of 50 percent of a facade facing an
existing or future street shall be finished with a combination of brick, decorative
masonry material, decorative pre-cast concrete panels, decorative glass panels,
wood, or decorative metal or vinyl siding. Such finished material shall extend for a
distance of at least 10 feet along the sides of the structure. All buildings on corner lots
shall have the required finished facade facing each street.

There shall be no alcohol on any portion of the premises which comprises the exterior
seating area as depicted on the attached Exhibit “B™ or on any other portion of the
premises which is not licensed for alcohol.consumption.

The Village Building Inspector shall establish an occupaney permit based upon all of the
available circumstances including, but not limited to, the overall space of the premises and
such other factors as the Building Inspector may deem relevant.

The undersigned recognizes and acknowledges that the violation of this condition or the
violation of the prohibition of aleohol on the outdoor seating portion of the premises shall,
in and by itself, constitute grounds for the immediate revocation of this conditional use
permit.

The undersigned each recognize that in the event that a permit holder fails to comply with
the conditions specified in this permit, the permit may be revoked by the Village Board
upon ten (10) days notice to the permit holder(s). The permit holder(s) shall be entitled to
a hearing before the Village Plan Commission on the question of revocation of the
conditional use permit.and approval of the Village Plan Commission shall be required for
the reinstatement of any conditional use permit.

It is the total responsibility of the petitioner to assure and guarantee that the above stated
conditions are fully complied with. If property ownership and/or tenant shall happen to
change; then it shall be the responsibility of the person(s) that signed these conditions to
notify the new owner and/or tenant of all above stated conditions of approval.

The undersigned agrees to limit the hours of operations of the outdoor seating area of the
premises from 7:00 a.m. until 9:00 p.m.

The area to be utilized for outdoor seating area shall be as depicted on the attached Exhibit
“B” which is incorporated by reference. This area shall be enclosed by a fence approved

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DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE VILLAGE OF SOMERS
AND SOMERS VENTURE, LLC,
A PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT BEING A PART OF
SECTION 27, TOWN 2 NORTH, RANGE 22 EAST

WITNESS THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this day of

, 2024, by and between the VILLAGE OF SOMERS, Kenosha County,
Wisconsin, the VILLAGE OF SOMERS UTILITY DISTRICT (“District”) and the VILLAGE
OF SOMERS WATER UTILITY (“Utility”) (the Village of Somers, the Utility and the District
are hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Village”) and SOMERS VENTURE, LLC, a
limited liability company organized and doing business under the laws of the State of Delaware
but registered in the State of Wisconsin (hereinafter referred to as the “Developer™).

WHEREAS, the Developer has proposed to develop on a parcel of land (hereinafter
referred to as the “Real Estate™) described with more particularity as follows:

Lot 9, Somers Market Center Subdivision, as recorded in the Register of Deeds Office for
Kenosha County as Document No. 1535778, being a part of the Northwest Quarter and
Southwest Quarter and part of the Northeast Quarter and part of the Southeast Quarter of
the Northeast Quarter of Section 27, Township 2 North, Range 22 East, Village of
Somers, Kenosha County, State of Wisconsin.

WHEREAS, the Village Plan Commission has recommended to the Village Board that
the site plan attached hereto as Exhibit “A” be approved, and has recommended to the Village
Board that said Development be approved subject to the following terms and conditions:

I. INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS

A. INTERNAL PAVEMENT/PARKING AREA, STORM SEWERS AND CROSS-
ACCESS EASEMENT.

The Developershall be responsible to pay for and shall proceed with the preparation of
complete plans and specifications for all internal paving and parking areas for the respective
proposed site improvements, including all earth work, subgrade preparation and gravel bedding
preparation for asphalt paving.

1. Required Improvements. The Developer shall be responsible to pay for and shall
proceed with the preparation of complete plans and specifications for all internal paved surfaces
prepared by Developer’s engineer, including base course preparation and storm sewer
construction. For purposes of this Section A, all references to pavement include curbs and

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gutters. No construction shall be commenced until plans and specifications have been reviewed
by the Village Engineer and approved by Village. All internal paving improvements shall be
privately owned by Developer. The entire cost for the construction of all internal paving
improvements including fees for Village services, (inspection, engineering, legal, etc.) shall be
paid by the Developer. The Developer shall provide cross-access to contiguous parcels to the
Real Estate in the form of Exhibit “E” which is incorporated herein by reference and which shall
be recorded at Developer’s expense in the office of the Register of Deeds for Kenosha County.
In the event that Developer refuses to provide the cross-access pursuant to this Agreement as
provided in Exhibit “E”, the Conditional Use Permit will be revoked.

2. Indemnification. Developer shall, during the term of Agreement, indemnify,
defend and hold harmless Village and its officers, consulting engineers, attorneys, agents,
representatives and employees thereof from and against any and all claims, damages, judgments,
costs and expenses and attorneys’ fees which any of them may pay, sustain or incur should any
person or party including Developer, Developer’s contractor, subcontractors or materialmen,
incur personal injury, property loss or damage arising out of the design or construction of the
roadway improvements other than any act or omission of Village, its agents or contractors;
provided that Village shall cooperate with Developerand Developer’s legal counsel in defending
against any such claim. Village shall be permitted to assist.in the defense of any such claim at
Village’s expense if by separate counsel, to the extent permitted by Developer’s insurance
company.

B. GRADING, EROSION CONTROL AND SURFACE WATER DRAINAGE.

1. The Developer shall design and construct a system for grading, erosion control
and surface stormwater drainage facilities which shall be adequate to serve the development and
shall be in‘compliance with requirements and specifications as set forth in §18.32(F) of the
Somers‘Subdivision and Platting Ordinance. Storm and surface waters shall be retained on
Property to the extent necessary to assure that the rate of storm and surface water runoff from
Property, during the construction and after completion of construction of improvements, shall not
be greater than the rate of runoff allowed in Chapter 18 of the Code of Ordinances. Stormwater
drainage shall be accomplished by the construction of a stormwater collection system in
accordance with the subdivision stormwater plan, Exhibit “S” attached hereto. All such plans
and specifications referred to above shall be reviewed by the Village Consulting Engineer and
approved by the Village, such costs of review to be paid by Developer.

2. The Developer shall prepare a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP)
which shall address the concerns associated with storm water pollution during mass grading and
site preparation during construction of the initial phase of the development. Upon completion of
construction of the storm water detention facilities, the Developer’s Engineer will certify that
such construction is in conformance with the subdivision storm water plan, Exhibit “S”
incorporated herein by reference. No occupancy permit shall be issued for any building until
such time as a complete topographic survey of the phase of the development containing such
building shall have been obtained by the Developer and submitted to the Village Consulting
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Engineer which shall confirm conformance with the subdivision site plan and subdivision storm
water plan.

3. All underground storm and surface water conveyance systems and outlet
structures for storm and surface water shall meet Village’s and State’s requirements. Developer
shall submit plans, specifications and calculations for such storm and surface water drainage
system to Village Consulting Engineer and obtain written approval from the Village, which shall
not be unreasonably withheld or delayed prior to construction. All stormwater facilities shall be
retained by Developer and shall be maintained in accordance with the schedule described in the
attached Exhibit “I”’, which is incorporated herein by reference.. Developer shall be responsible
for maintenance, replacement or repair of all storm and surface water conveyance systems and
outlet structures lying within Property and on adjacent stormwater detention parcel. Developer
shall provide Village with a maintenance easement for the storm.and surface water drainage
facilities and the Village may specially assess Developer for any service performed by the Village
or at its instance.

4. Developer shall enter into a maintenance agreement to provide for the
maintenance of stormwater detention facilities for a period of forty (40) years in accordance with
Exhibit “I”. The maintenance agreement or a recordable document memorializing that
agreement shall be recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds for'/Kenosha County,
Wisconsin, so that it is binding upon all subsequent.owners of land served by the stormwater
management detention facilities. The maintenance agreement shall contain, at a minimum, the
following information and provisions:

(a) Identification of the stormwater facilities and designation of the drainage area
served by the facilities.

(b) A schedule for regular maintenance of each aspect of the stormwater management
system consistent with Exhibit “I”.

(c) Identification of the Developer or property owner’s association responsible for
long-term maintenance of the stormwater management practices identified in the
stormwater plan required hereunder.

(d)  Authorization for the Village to access the Property to conduct inspections of
stormwater detention facilities as necessary to ascertain that the facilities are
maintained and in accordance with the agreement. This authorization shall also
be noted on the Final Plat prior to recording the same.

(e) Provisions that the Developer repair any maintenance problems which require
correction, the specified corrective actions to be taken within thirty (30) days of
written notice to Developer (or Developer’s approved designee) of the problem
(unless after written notice from Developer to Village seeking a longer period of
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time for compliance for good cause, approval of an extension is granted by
Village, which approval will not be unreasonably withheld).

63) Authorization for the Village at its discretion to perform the corrective actions if
the Developer does not make the required action within the specified time period
listed in subsection (e) above together with the provision that the Village may
enter the amount due on the tax rolls and collect the money as a special charge
against the Property benefitted by such action by the Village pursuant to
§66.0703, Wis. Stats. This authorization shall also be noted on the Final Plat
before recording the same.

5. The entire development shall be graded and restored to the proposed elevations
shown on the approved grading plan.

6. The Developer will pay for all costs associated with the grading, erosion control
and stormwater drainage facilities including the Village’s administrative, legal and engineering
costs.

7. The Developer’s Engineer shall prepare plans and specifications for grading,
erosion control and surface stormwater drainage which shall be approved by the Village
Consulting Engineer. All appropriate inspections of the grading, erosion control and surface
stormwater drainage improvements and construction staking shall be conducted by the
Developer’s Engineer.

II. ADDITIONAL REQUIRED DEVELOPER
IMPROVEMENTS AND DESIGN STANDARDS FOR SAME

A. LANDSCAPING.

1. The Developer shall provide plans and specifications to be approved by the
Village, for landscaping for all areas of the proposed development which are in accordance with
the landscaping standards stated hereafter and consistent with the Landscaping Plan attached
hereto as Exhibit “C”. Plans shall show plant lay-out, and shall specify a species and size. All
landscaping shall be sprinkled. Exhibit “C” attached is deemed by the Village to satisfy all
conditions and requirements of Section IL.A. of this Agreement.

2. The total of the area surface of the Real Estate which shall be devoted to green
space shall be as is depicted on Exhibit “C” attached hereto or referred to in other documents or
incorporated herein by reference. For purposes of this Agreement, “green space” shall be defined
as areas which do not constitute impervious or otherwise improved surface areas. The
landscaping standards contained herein establish a system to determine the appropriateness and
effectiveness of plant installation. The system recognizes that the installation and maintenance
of live plants is essential to creating a healthy, safe and aesthetically pleasing environment. The
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system places priority on the planting of deciduous shade trees which results in the highest level
of environmental impact mitigation. As such all real property proposed for development shall be
landscaped as follows:

(a) Green areas of the site not used for landscaping shall be seeded or sodded with an
acceptable maintainable lawn seed mix. Mulch of plantings or planting beds is acceptable
provided that such mulching consists of organic or natural materials. Mulches shall be installed
so that they will not erode, fall, be plowed or otherwise transported into/walks, drives, streets or
other hard surfaced portions of the site.

(b)  All landscaping shall be installed consistent with industry accepted standards.
Installation shall occur prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the site unless such
occupancy occurs during winter, in which case the landscaping shall be completed by June 1 of
the next summer.

(c) Landscaping required by this title is intended to be a permanent site improvement
just as any other building, structure or infrastructure that is necessary to facilitate the intended
use of the site. As such, all landscaping shall be continually maintained in a live state.
Maintenance shall included periodic and timely watering, fertilizing, pruning and any other such
normally required horticulture activity necessary to keep all landscaping in a healthy, safe and
aesthetically pleasing state. All landscaping shall be watered by an underground irrigation system
which shall be activated no later than May 1 of each year and deactivated no sooner than October
1 of each year. Recognizing that over time plants may mature and die or otherwise expire
because of natural or unnatural causes, maintenance shall include the removal and replacement of
dead or dying plants. Such replacement shall occur within the same year in which a plant dies or
in the spring planting season of the following year.

(d) Planting in utility easements should be avoided. If such planting does occur, it is
at the risk of the property owner. Any plants that must be removed because of utility work within
such easements shall be replaced by the property owner(s) at their cost. Replacement landscaping
shall satisfy the ' minimum standards of this title.

B. EXTERIOR LIGHTING AND ILLUMINATION

1. The Developer shall provide plans and specifications to be approved by the
Village for the exterior lighting and illumination of the development consistent with the
Lighting/Photometric Plan, Exhibit “F” attached hereto. Developer shall be responsible for all
costs associated with construction and installation of all exterior lighting and illumination.
Exhibit “F” as attached is deemed by Village to satisfy all conditions and requirements of Section
I.B. of this Agreement.

2. The intent of the following standards is to mitigate the impact of exterior
illumination related to development on surrounding properties, while providing safe, healthy and
visually attractive nighttime environments. In order to achieve that, good lighting design shall be
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practiced. Good lighting design is characterized by: Illumination levels appropriate for the visual
task; reasonably uniform illumination levels on adjoining sites; an absence of glare and
consideration of the compatibility and aesthetics of illumination and the mechanical
improvements that create it as those relate to surrounding properties and the character of the

community.

In order to insure that proper lighting design occurs, the following standards shall apply
to all development within the Real Estate:

All exterior lighting fixtures shall be full cut-off fixtures as defined by the
[lluminating Engineering Society of North American (IESNA) and shall be of the
same design and theme throughout the development. All lighting shall be
designed and fixtures selected to prevent glare. The Developer, with the advance
written approval of the Village, may modify the cutoff fixture requirement for
security lighting in areas where the exterior lights are not visible from a residential
area or a public street.

[llumination of sites and improvements thereon shall be designed to avoid
competition with illumination on adjoining or neighboring properties.

[llumination levels shall be'appropriate for the intended. improvement, area and/or
function to be illuminated. In general, illumination levels should follow the
guidelines and recommendations of the IESNA.

In no event shall any exterior illumination exceed an average illumination level of
twenty (20') foot-candles for the surface to be illuminated unless approved
otherwise by the Plan Commission as part of a conditional use permit.

The illumination uniformity ratio (the ratio of the average illumination to the
minimum illumination) for the surface to be, illuminated shall not exceed 4:1.

The illumination level at any property line shall not exceed one-half (0.5")
foot-candle above the ambient lighting conditions on a cloudless night.

In no instance shall an outdoor lighting fixture be mounted or oriented such that
the lighting element is visible from any residence located in a residential zone
district.

The following shall be the maximum mounting height for the respective lighting
fixture. The mounting height shall be measured from the surface to be illuminated
to the bottom of the light fixture.

(1) Parking lot light fixtures in lots - twenty-five (25') feet.

(2) Building or security lighting - twenty-five (25') feet.

3) Any other site lighting fixture twenty-five (25') feet or as determined
appropriate and consistent with the intent of this title by the Village
Administrator.

(1) When a use is not in operation, only building mounted security lighting and up to
fifty (50%) percent of all other outdoor lighting fixtures may remain illuminated.

() Exterior illumination of wall, building or ground signs, architecture, landscaping,
site amenities or other specialty illumination of any kind shall be designed
consistent with the intent of this title.

(k) Alternatives to these standards may be proposed to incorporate the use of a
particular architectural style or theme or to incorporate innovative or unique
illumination techniques. Such alternatives shall be presented to the Village Plan
Commission and Village Board with supportive evidence sufficient to determine
that the proposal is consistent with intent of the heretofore-established standards.
Approval of an alternative illumination plan is at the discretion of the Village
Administrator.

D A lighting plan, specifications for all proposed fixtures and photometric plan or
other plans delineating illuminance levels that evidence compliance with the
established standards are required for all developments in order to determine
compliance with these standards.

C. BUILDING DESIGN.

1. Exterior building materials shall be of comparable aesthetic quality on all sides.
Building materials such as glass, brick, tinted and decorative concrete block, wood, stucco, and
exterior insulation and finish systems (EIFS) shall be used, as determined appropriate by the Plan
Commission. Decorative architectural metal with concealed fasteners or decorative tilt-up
concrete panels may be approved if incorporated into the overall design of the building.

2. The building exterior shall complement other buildings in the vicinity, and shall
be of a design determined appropriate by the Village Board and consistent with the Architectural
Renderings depictedon attached Exhibit “D”. Exhibit “D” as attached is deemed by the Village
to satisfy all conditions and requirements of Section II.C. of this Agreement.

3. Public building entryways shall be clearly defined and highly visible on the
building’s exterior design, and shall be emphasized by on-site traffic flow patterns. Two (2) or
more of the following design features shall be incorporated into all public building entryways:
canopies or porticos, overhangs, projections, arcades, peaked roof forms, arches, outdoor patios,
display windows, distinct architectural details.
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4, Building facade colors shall be non-reflective, subtle, neutral, or earth tone. The
use of high intensity colors, metallic colors, fluorescent colors or black on facades shall be
prohibited. Building trim and architectural accent elements may feature bright colors or black,
but such colors shall be muted, not metallic, not fluorescent, and not specific to particular uses or
tenants. Standard corporate and trademark colors shall be permitted only on signage, subject to
the limitations contained in applicable standards contained in both Kenosha County and Village
ordinances.

5. Screening.

(a) All ground-mounted and wall-mounted mechanical equipment, refuse containers
and any permitted outdoor storage shall be fully concealed from on-site and off-
site ground level views, with materials identical to'those used on the building
exterior.

(b) All rooftop mechanical equipment shall be screened by parapets, upper stories, or
other areas of exterior walls or roofs so'as to not be visible from public streets
adjacent or within one thousand (1,000") feet of the subject property. Fences or
similar rooftop screening devices may not be used to meet this requirement.

(c) Loading docks shall be completely sereened from surrounding roads and
properties. Said screening may be accomplished through loading areas internal to
buildings, screen walls, which match the building exterior in materials and design,
fully opaque landscaping at time of planting, or combinations of the above.

(d) Gates and fencing may be used for security and access, but not for screening, and
they shall. be of high aesthetic quality. Decorative metal picket fencing and
screening is acceptable. Chain link, wire mesh or wood fencing is unacceptable.
Decorative, heavy-duty wood gates may be used.

6. Inspections. The Village Building Inspector shall be entitled to inspect all aspects
of the construction of the improvements so as to confirm such improvements are consistent with
the terms of this Agreement including, but not limited to, the contents of Exhibit “D” attached
hereto.

D. TRAFFIC IMPACT.

I. The project shall have direct access to existing public collector roads deemed
appropriate by the Village and/or the authority having authority over the respective road(s) as
depicted on the site plan, Exhibit “A”.

2. Vehicle access shall be designed to accommodate peak on-site traffic volumes
without disrupting traffic on public streets or impairing pedestrian safety. This shall be
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accomplished through adequate parking lot design and capacity; access drive entry throat length,
width, design, location, and number; and traffic control devices; and sidewalks.

3. Developer shall grant a recorded vehicular cross-access easement to the parcel to
the North as depicted on the site plan, Exhibit “A”, attached hereto, all in the form of the
attached Exhibit “A”. This cross-access easement shall be granted at no additional cost to the
adjoining parcel owners. In the event that the Developer refuses to provide the cress-access
pursuant to this Agreement as provided in Exhibit “E”, the Conditional Use Permit will be
revoked.

E. PARKING.
1. Parking lots shall be in conformance with Exhibit“A” attached hereto.

2. Parking lot design shall employ interior, vertical faced, curbed landscaped islands
at all parking aisle ends. In addition, the project shall provide landscaped islands within each
parking aisle spaced at intervals as depicted in the attached Exhibit “A” which is incorporated
herein by reference.

3. Semi-tractor/trailer parking shall be prohibited.
F. SIGNAGE.

All signage shall comply with-the requirements contained in the Village of Somers
General Zoning and Shoreland/Floodplain Zoning Ordinances. The plan for exterior signage
shall provide for modest, coordinated and complimentary exterior sign locations, configurations,
and color throughout the development. All freestanding signage within the development shall
complement on-building signage. The Village may require the use of muted corporate colors on
signage if proposed colors are not compatible with the Village design objectives for the area.
The use of logos, slogans, symbols, patterns, striping and other markings, and colors associated
with a franchise or chain is permitted, and shall be considered as contributing to the number and
area of permitted signs.

G. MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS.

Developer shall be responsible for maintaining the appearance of the entire development
including, but not limited to, all parking areas, and landscape features in accordance with Exhibit
“A” attached hereto. Developer shall be responsible for the collection of debris and snow
plowing throughout the entire property and shall periodically clean and maintain all paved
surfaces. Any debris collected shall be disposed of in accordance with all federal, state and local
laws. Developer acknowledges that if, after 30 days written notice from Village, maintenance
has not yet been performed in accordance with the provisions of this paragraph then the Village
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may proceed to maintain or hire an independent contractor of its choice to maintain the property
or parts thereof and impose the costs of such maintenance upon the benefitted property as a
special assessment.

III. DEVELOPER WARRANTIES AND OBLIGATIONS
A. VILLAGE COSTS.

Upon execution of this Agreement, Developer shall pay to the Village the actual costs
incurred by the Village for engineering, attorney fees and administrative costs. The Developer
shall also pay to the Village Engineering fees for staking and inspection of all improvements and
any legal and administration costs encountered by the Village in the development of the real
estate as set forth in this Agreement and all documents incorporated therein. In addition to the
reimbursements to the Village for costs incurred by the Village referred to above, but in lieu of
making a cash deposit for costs undertaken by the Village, the Developer may;, at its election,
provide the Village with an irrevocable letter of credit'in a form acceptable to the Village’s
attorneys issued by a financial institution within the State of Wisconsin to be drawn on by the
Village as may be required. Such letter of credit(or cash deposit) shall be in the sum equal to one
hundred twenty-five (125%) percent of the collective estimate of all Village engineering costs
related to the improvements and any legal and administration costs encountered by the Village in
the development of the Real Estate. The Village shall provide the Developer with an accounting
of expenditures made on behalf of the Developer and in the event that funds are not sufficient,
the Developer shall immediately provide the additional funds. In the event that there shall be
surplus funds after the projects are completed the excess shall be returned to the Developer.
Payment of all such costs or, in the alternative, delivery of a letter of credit, shall be made prior
to issuance of any building permit and the issuance of any building permit shall be conditioned
upon payment of such sums or providing a letter of credit in lieu thereof.

B. SUBDIVISION AND CONDOMINIUM PLATTING ORDINANCE.

The Developer represents that Developer has been provided with a copy of the Somers
Subdivision and Condominium Platting Ordinance and will complete the improvements set forth
herein in compliance with the Subdivision and Platting Ordinance, and its revisions and further
agrees to comply therewith, except as may be modified by the terms of this Agreement.

C. INDEMNIFICATION.

Developer shall, during the term of this Agreement, indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Village and officers, consulting engineers, attorneys, agents, representatives and employees
thereof from and against any and all claims, damages, judgments, costs and expenses and
attorney fees which any of them may pay, sustain or incur should any person or party incur
personal injury, property loss or damage arising out of the design or construction of any of the
public or private improvements relating to this proposed development or as a result of any claim
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for labor, materials or improvements in connection with the construction of the same other than
any act or omission to Village, its agents or contractors, provided that Village shall cooperate
with Developer and Developer’s legal counsel in defending against any such claim, at Village’s
expense if by separate counsel, to the extent permitted by Developer’s insurance company. Any
costs or expenses including actual attorney fees, which the Village incurs as a result of any claim
indemnified herein shall be reimbursed to the Village either through a cash deposit, any letter of
credit posted by the Developer in connection with this Agreement, other assurance or through
such other means as the Village, in the Village’s sole discretion, deems appropriate.

The Developer contemplates extensive earth work which alters the original topography of
the site as shown on the grading plan. It is specifically understood between the Developer and
the Village that the indemnification contained in this paragraph shall cover any claim by any
other property owner or any contractor, subcontractor or other person who bids on or performs
services in connection with any portion of site grading required under this Agreement where such
party claims, in whole or in part, to have been damaged, mistaken, misled, or otherwise in error
as a result in the change in topography created by the Developer or for any other reason
whatsoever.

D. STORMWATER MAINTENANCE.

Developer shall maintain all stormwater facilities in perpetuity. This obligation shall be
binding upon all successors and assigns‘of the Developer and, upon recordation of this document,
shall be binding upon all subsequent owners of land served by the stormwater management
detention facilities to be constructed under the terms of this Agreement. The Developer shall:

1. Maintain all stormwater detention facilities located on the Real Estate.

2. By entering into this Agreement, authorize the Village to access the property to
conduct inspections of stormwater detention facilities as necessary to ascertain that the facilities
are maintained in accordance with this Agreement. Developer understands that Developer is
responsible to perform the terms and maintenance under this Agreement to repair any
maintenance problems which require correction, with specified corrective actions to be taken
within thirty (30) days of discovering the need for the same.

3. The Village shall be authorized at the Village’s discretion to perform the
corrective actions if the landowner does not make required action within the specified time
period. The Village may enter the amount due on the tax rolls and collect the monies as a special
charge against all property benefitted by such action by the Village pursuant to §66.0703, Wis.
Stats., or such other statute as may be applicable.
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IV. MISCELLANEOUS
A. ASSIGNMENT.

The Developer recognizes that agreement is based on Developer’s presentation to the
Plan Commission and Village Board and Developer shall not assign or transfer this agreement to
any other person or corporation without prior consent of the Village.

B. MODIFICATION AND APPLICABLE LAW.

This Agreement supersedes all prior oral or written understandings or representations
between the parties except as may be embodied by applicable state, county or town statute, code
or ordinance. Any modification to the terms of this Agreement shall only be enforceable if in
writing signed by duly authorized representatives of each of the parties hereto in the same
manner as this Agreement. This Agreement shall be construed and enforced under the laws of
the State of Wisconsin.

C. TERM.

Agreement shall be in effect for a period of forty (40) years from the date of execution
hereof and shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the successors in title and assigns of
Developer and upon successor corporate authorities and successor municipalities of Village.
However, the guarantee of improvements shall be for the period specified herein, whether or not
such guarantee may extend beyond the term of Agreement, and any recorded restrictions shall
have the life accorded to such restrictions under applicable state law.

D. IMPACT FEES.

Developer and Village agree that in lieu of the imposition of the fees delineated in
Section 18.30 of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Somers, including impact fees, the
Developer shall make to the Village a donation in the sum of Fifty-nine Thousand Six Hundred
Eighty-five and 60/100 ($59,685.60) Dollars upon execution of this Agreement and receipt of all
required approvals by the Village of Somers. The Developer and the Village hereby agree to be
contractually bound by the terms and conditions of this paragraph, IV.D., in lieu of the terms and
conditions of Section 18.30 of the Code of Ordinances, except as provided hereafter, and in
consideration of such accommodation on the part of the Village, the Developer agrees to forever
waive and relinquish‘any objection to any fees or the use of such fees by the Village whether
such objection could be based upon Chapter 18 of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of
Somers, Chapter 66 of the Wisconsin Statutes or otherwise. This waiver and acknowledgment
shall be binding upon the legal successors and assigns of the Developer. Developer affirmatively
represents that it is not necessary for the Village to expend the donation received under this
Agreement in the year in which received and that the Village may use such donation for any
lawful purpose without consulting with or advising the Developer as to how such donation is to
be used. The foregoing notwithstanding, the voluntary donation referred to in this paragraph
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IV.D., shall not eliminate the requirements of municipal sanitary sewer and municipal water
connection fees to be paid by users of those systems as required by Section 18.30(L) and
Appendix “C” of the Code of Ordinances of the Village as described hereafter and as delineated
on the attached Exhibit “G”. Sewer connection fees shall be payable upon execution of this
Agreement.

E. DEFAULTS.

No default shall arise hereunder unless the non-defaulting party has provided the
defaulting party with written notice and a reasonable cure period of at least ten (10) business
days.

F. SEVERABILITY.

If any provision, covenant, or a portion of this Agreement or its application to any person,
entity or property is held to be invalid or unenforceable by a court of law or equity, such status
shall not affect the application or validity of other provisions, covenants or portions of this
Agreement which shall be given effect without the invalid provisions or applications, and to this
end, the provisions and covenants of this Agreement are declared to be severable.

G. RECORDATION.

This Agreement shall be recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds for Kenosha
County, Wisconsin, and all costs of recordation shall be paid by the Developer.

H. EXECUTION OF COUNTERPARTS.

This Agreement may be executed as two (2) or more counterparts, with each acting as an
original.

Either party may, to the extent legally allowed, (a) extend the time for performance of any
of the obligations or other acts of the other party(s), (b) waive any inaccuracies in the
representations or warranties of the other party(s) hereto contained herein, or in any document
delivered pursuant hereto and (c) waive any compliance by any of the other parties hereto with
any of the agreements or conditions contained herein. The waiver by either party of a breach or
violation of any provision of this Agreement shall not operate as, or be construed to be, a waiver
of any or other subsequent breach/or violation of any provision hereof. No breach or violation of
any provision hereof shall be waived except by an agreement in writing signed by the waiving

party.
M. CONSTRUCTION.

Each party to this Agreement and their respective legal counsel acknowledge that they
have had the opportunity to participate equally in the drafting of this Agreement and that in the
event of adispute, no party shall be treated, for any purpose as the author of this Agreement nor
have any ambiguity resolved against it on account thereof.

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BACKGROUND:

For the past several years, Staff has met with representatives from Shoreland Lutheran
High School in regards to their intent to develop the western portion of the site by
relocating existing athletic fields west on the property and the addition of associated
buildings and parking areas, as well as a possible addition to the school. In preparation
for these plans Shoreland has requested that they be allowed to install a stormwater
management system. The proposed system is what is known as a Regenerative
Stormwater Conveyance. As the Board might recall, Root Pike Win presented this as an
idea for future stormwater retention at Work Session presentation in the summer of 2023.

To facilitate the proposed stormwater management, Shoreland will be acquiring the
northern half of parcel 82-4-222-084-0265 from VanderLeest. This parcel will be
“attached” to Shoreland’s larger parcel through a proposed CSM.

As part of this process, Shoreland is requesting that the existing Comp Plan be changed
from Medium Residential to Institutional on the new parcel to be acquired and a larger
westerly parcel that was attached several years ago. They are also requesting a zoning
change from R-3 to I-1 on the new parcel to be acquired and a change from A-4 to I-1 on
the larger westerly parcel.
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The full stormwater report prepared by Shoreland’s engineers is quite large. It was
included in the packet for Plan Commission. If you wish to review the report, it can be
found on page 395 of the Plan Commission Packet by using the following link.
https://www.somers.org/wp-content/uploads/2024/04/2024.04.08-Village-Plan-
Commission-Materials.pdf The report indicates that “Peak flows from the site and
agricultural runon will be reduced between 61% and 72% based on the storm event. This
will alleviate 11th street from both existing and future flows.” The proposed project has
been supplied to Strand and Associates for them to take into consideration Village’s
Stormwater review project.

PRIOR ACTION TAKEN:

The Plan Commission heard these requests on April 8" and held the necessary public
hearing for the Comp Plan Change, Rezoning and CSM. The Plan Commission
recommended approval of the Comp Plan Change (7-0), Rezoning (7-0) and CSM (7-0).
There was one public comment. Mark Molinaro, Jr. spoke in favor Shoreland’s attempt
to control water in the area and asked that the Village’s Stormwater Review Project
headed by Strand and Associates take this project into account.

The Board reviewed this matter at our April 16™ Work Session. The general consensus
was that the Board approve of the project and was happy to see that work was being done
to help alleviate stormwater in the area.

SUGGESTED ACTION/ACTION REQUESTED/COMMENTS:

Kenosha County Planning has reviewed the application and materials submitted and
recommends approval with several conditions. Baxter Woodman has reviewed the plans
and provided conditions of approval. The Applicant will need to update the attached
plans based on the before mentioned comments. At the time of this memo, the
Development Agreement is still in working form. A draft will be provided before
Tuesday’s Board Meeting. In the event that the Village Board agrees with the suggested
action, a suggested motion to approve would be as follows:

PROJECT OVERVIEW:

The Petitioner is proposing to consolidate their parcels into one (1) 56.48-acre Lot via a Certified
Survey Map. Also being requested is a land use plan amendment to bring the entire Shoreland
Lutheran High School parcel into the ‘Governmental and Institutional’ land use category, as well as a
corresponding rezoning to bring the entire parcel into the I-1 Institutional District. The Petitioner’s
intent is to eventually develop the western portion of the site by relocating existing athletic fields
from the eastern to western portion of the site with associated buildings and parking areas, as well as
construct a large addition to the school. Phase 1 of the project includes the installation of a proposed
stormwater management system that has been designed for the full planned buildout of the site.

PLANNER COMMENTS:

The Petitioner intends to acquire the northern half of parcel 82-4-222-084-0265 from VanderLeest by
separate deed and attach to the larger high school parcel. The CSM is drawn as if this land has already
been acquired, however as of the date of this memo (3-25-24) the sale does not appear to have been
completed. Prior to the CSM being submitted to the Register of Deeds for recording, this sale will need
to have been completed and the document number of the separately recorded deed will need to be
entered into the space provided on Sheet 1 of the CSM.

Kenosha County Highways has indicated that the future planned right-of-way width for both CTH H
and CTH E is 120’. Therefore, additional right-of-way will need to be dedicated on the CSM (27
additional feet along CTH H, and 10 additional feet along CTH E).

A PART OF SECTION 8, TOWN 2 NORTH, RANGE 22 EAST

WITNESS THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this day of ,
2024, by and between the Village of Somers, Kenosha County, Wisconsin, the Village of Somers
Utility District (“District”) and the Village of Somers Water Utility (“Utility’’) (the Village of
Somers, the Utility and the District are hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Village”) and
Shoreland Lutheran High School Federation, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as the “Developer”).

WHEREAS, the Developer has proposed to create a Certified Survey Map (CSM) and
develop a parcel of land (the “Property”) described with more particularity in the attached legal
descriptions, which is incorporated herein by reference.

WHEREAS, the Developer has proposed a development on the Property for the
construction of stormwater facilities, the exact configurations of which are to be determined and
approved by the Village; and

WHEREAS, it is the proposal of the Developer, and the understanding and agreement of
the Village, that the approval of the Certified Survey Map, Zoning and the development will be
subject to the requirements of this Agreement and the addition of such detail as is necessary shall
be submitted for the review and approval of the Village to fulfill the requirements of this
Agreement, as well as Wisconsin State Statutes, Wisconsin Administrative Code provisions, and
Village of Somers ordinance provisions, prior to.construction; and

WHEREAS, the Village Plan Commission has reviewed the Certified Survey Map
(Exhibit “A”) and has recommended to the Village Board that the Certified Survey Map, be
approved, subject to the following terms and conditions:

I. INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS
A. GRADING, EROSION CONTROL AND SURFACE WATER DRAINAGE.

1. The Developer shall be in compliance with requirements and specifications as set
forth in the Village Subdivision and Platting Ordinance. Storm and surface waters shall be
retained on Property to the extent necessary to assure that the rate of storm and surface water
runoff from Property, during the construction and after completion of construction of
improvements, shall not be greater than the rate of runoff allowed in the Code of Ordinances. All
such plans and specifications referred to above shall be reviewed by the Village Consulting
Engineer and approved by the Village, such costs of review to be paid by Developer.

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2. All storm and surface water conveyance systems and outlet structures for storm
and surface water shall meet Village’s and State’s requirements. Developer shall submit plans,
specifications and calculations for such storm and surface water drainage system to Village
Consulting Engineer and obtain written approval from the Village, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld or delayed prior to construction. Developer shall be responsible for
maintenance, replacement or repair of all storm and surface water conveyance systems or outlet
structures lying within Property. Developer shall provide Village with a maintenance easement
for the storm and surface water drainage facilities and the Village may specially assess Developer
for any service performed by the Village or at its instance.

3. The entire development shall be graded and restored to the proposed elevations to
be approved by Village.
4. The Developer will pay for all costs associated with the grading, erosion control

and stormwater drainage facilities including the Village’s administrative, legal and engineering
costs.

5. The Developer’s Engineer shall prepare plans and specifications for grading,
erosion control and surface stormwater drainage which shall be approved by the Village
Consulting Engineer. All appropriate inspections of the grading, erosion control and surface
stormwater drainage improvements and construction staking shall be conducted by the
Developer’s Engineer.

B. REMOVAL OF EXISTING BUILDINGS.

Developer warrants and represents that it shall remove the existing single-family
residence and surrounding outbuildings located on the northeastern portion of the Property, not
later than May 31, 2025.

II. DEVELOPER WARRANTIES AND OBLIGATIONS
A. VILLAGE COSTS.

Upon execution of this Agreement, Developer shall pay to the Village the reasonable
costs incurred by the Village for engineering, attorney fees and administrative costs associated
directly with this Development incurred prior to the date of this Agreement. Developer shall pay
to Village all costs for construction review or inspection of all improvements and any legal and
administration costs encountered by the Village in granting approvals for the development of the

Property.
B. SUBDIVISION AND CONDOMINIUM PLATTING ORDINANCE.

The Developer represents that it has been provided with a copy of the Village Subdivision
and Condominium Platting Ordinances as revised and will complete the improvements set forth
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herein in compliance with the Subdivision and Platting Ordinances, and its revisions and further
agrees to comply therewith, except as may be modified by the terms of this Agreement.

C. INDEMNIFICATION.

Developer shall, during the term of this Agreement, indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Village and officers, consulting engineers, attorneys, agents, representatives and employees
thereof from and against any and all claims, damages, judgments, costs and expenses and
attorney fees which any of them may pay, sustain or incur should any person or party incur
personal injury, property loss or damage arising out of wrongful, negligent, improper or deficient
conduct of Developer in the design or construction of any of the improvements on the Property.

D. CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP APPROVAL AND ZONING; PERMITS AND
ASSESSMENTS.

1. The configuration of the Certified Survey Map as depicted on the attached Exhibit
“A” and incorporated herein by reference has been approved by the Village Board and the zoning
and Certified Survey Map for the Property shall not be'changed, modified or altered without the
prior written consent of the Developer and the Village.

2. This Development Agreement may be modified or amended as provided in
Paragraph IV.B. below.

3. The Village agrees that:all special assessments, permit fees, connection fees and
other charges by the Village and Utility shall not be charged against any portion of the Property
or its users, in a manner which would be in excess of those charged generally for development in
the Village.

I11. MISCELLANEOUS
A. ASSIGNMENT.

The Developer recognizes that this Agreement is based on Developer’s presentation to
the Plan Commission and Village Board and Developer shall not assign or transfer this
Agreement to any other person or corporation other than a Permitted Assignee without prior
written consent of the Village.

B. MODIFICATION.

This Agreement supersedes all prior oral or written understandings or representations
between the parties except as may be embodied by applicable state, county or Village statute,
code or ordinance. Any modification to the terms of this Agreement shall only be enforceable if
in writing signed by duly authorized representatives of each of the parties hereto in the same
manner as this Agreement.
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C. SANITARY SEWER CONNECTION CHARGES.

Developer agrees to pay all sanitary sewer connection charges or other fees imposed by
the Village for all improvements associated with the project. All one-time connection charges
for municipal sanitary sewer shall be paid at the time of issuance of a building permit.

D. DEFAULTS.

No default shall arise hereunder unless the non-defaulting party has provided the
defaulting party with written notice and a reasonable cure period of at least thirty (30) business
days. Following any default either party may exercise all rights.and remedies allowed by law and
this Agreement. In the event any default cannot reasonably be cured within said thirty (30) day
period, the party shall not be deemed in default as long as the party is‘acting reasonably and in
good faith in curing such default.

E. SEVERABILITY.

If any provision, covenant, or a portion of this Agreement or its application to any person,
entity or property is held to be invalid or unenforceable by a court of law or equity, such status
shall not affect the application or validity of other provisions, covenants or portions of this
Agreement which shall be given effect without the invalid provisions.or applications, and to this
end, the provisions and covenants of this Agreement are declared to be severable.

F. RECORDATION.

This Agreement shall be recorded in‘the office of the Register of Deeds for Kenosha
County, Wisconsin. Such recordation may, at the discretion of the Village, omit some or all of
the attached exhibits delineated in subsection H below.

G. EXECUTION OF COUNTERPARTS.

This Agreement may be executed as three (3) or more counterparts, with each acting as an
original.

H. EXHIBITS INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE.

Each of the terms, conditions and specifications described, noted or depicted on the
following Exhibits are hereby incorporated herein by reference:

L INTEGRATION.

This Development Agreement, including the exhibits hereto, and such other documents as
are incorporated herein embodies the entire agreement and understanding among the parties
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hereto and supersedes all prior agreements and understandings relating to the subject matter
hereof.

J. CHOICE OF LAW AND VENUE.

This Development Agreement and all attached exhibits shall be construed and enforced
according to the laws of the State of Wisconsin. The parties agree that any matter which may be
brought or pursued in court hereunder shall be brought and maintained only in the Circuit Court
for Kenosha County, Wisconsin, and each party consents to such venue and the court’s personal
jurisdiction over each party.

K. WAIVER OF BREACH OR VIOLATION NOT DEEMED CONTINUING.

Either party may, to the extent legally allowed, (a) extend the time for performance of any
of the obligations or other acts of the other party(s), (b) waiveany inaccuracies in the
representations or warranties of the other party(s) hereto contained herein, or in any document
delivered pursuant hereto and (c) waive any compliance by any of the other parties hereto with
any of the agreements or conditions contained herein. <The waiver by either party of a breach or
violation of any provision of this Agreement shall not operate as, or be construed to be, a waiver
of any or other subsequent breach or violation of any provision hereof. No breach or violation of
any provision hereof shall be waived except by an agreement in writing signed by the waiving

party.
L. CONSTRUCTION.

Each party to this Agreement and their respective legal counsel acknowledge that they
have had the opportunity to participate equally in the drafting of this Agreement and that in the
event of a dispute, neither party shall be treated, for any purpose as the author of this Agreement
nor have any ambiguity resolved against it on account thereof.

M. NOMENCLATURE.

Theuse of the male gender shall include the female, the individual shall include the
corporate, and the singular shall include the plural, and visa versa, wherever such usage is
appropriate to the context.

N. NOTICES.

Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, all notices given in
connection with this Agreement shall be in writing, shall specifically refer to this Agreement, and
shall be sent to the other party by personal delivery, by established overnight courier, fees
prepaid, by certified or registered mail. postage prepaid and return receipt requested, or by
facsimile transmission or email transmission to the party (provided that an original of said notice
or communication is sent simultaneously by first class United States mail with postage prepaid).
Any notice addressed to the Village shall be addressed to the attention of the Village
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Administrator. Any notice addressed to the Developer shall be addressed to the attention of
Shoreland Lutheran High School Federation, Inc., 9026 12" Street, Kenosha, Wisconsin 53144.
Either party may give notice to the other, in accordance with the terms of this paragraph, of a
change-of-address to which notices under this Agreement may be sent. Any notice given in
accordance with this paragraph shall be effective upon delivery, if personally delivered, upon
delivery by overnight courier, upon delivery by email or facsimile transmission if transmitted
during regular business hours, or three (3) days after notice is deposited in the United States mail
if sent by certified mail. Any facsimile or email transmission received after 5:00 pm (Kenosha,
Wisconsin time) or on a day other than a normal business day shall be deemed delivered on the
next normal business day.

0. NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES

This Agreement is not intended to benefit or be enforceable by any person other than the
Village, the Developer, and its respective successors and assigns. This Agreement shall be
binding upon and be for the benefit of the Village, the Developer, and their respective successors
and assigns only.

Regarding: Fire Inspections for Reoccurring Special Event Permits

The Fire Department was asked to inspect Petrifying Springs Beer Garden, Jerry Smith Pumpkin Farm and
Hawthorn Hallow Nature Sanctuary and Arboretum sites as part of the reoccurring special event permit
process. All three of these properties have seasonal type business models which makes inspecting them in off
season times difficult. In the case of Hawthorn Hollow we have an inspection scheduled for May 29, 2024. As
for the Beer Garden and Jerry Smith Pumkin Farm we will schedule inspections as soon as the properties are
set up for their operational seasons. Inspecting them now would have no value since they are not set up as
they will be when they plan to open for the season. | recommend the Village proceed like we did in 2023
where you consider the application now with the understanding that staying up to code on fire inspections is a
mandatory part of the permit and we will complete a fire inspection once the businesses are set up for their
seasonal operations.

Regarding: Building Inspections for Reoccurring Special Event Permits

The Building Department was asked to inspect Petrifying Springs Beer Garden, Jerry Smith Pumpkin
Farm and Hawthorn Hallow Nature Sanctuary and Arboretum sites as part of the reoccurring special event
permit process. All three of these properties have seasonal type business models which makes inspecting
them in off season times difficult.

e All structures on Hawthorn Hollow have been inspected and are in compliance with the Building
Codes with the exception of the Old Town Hall and the Pike House.

o The Old Town Hall is still in the process of having a new foundation constructed and is
closed off to the public. This work should be completed within the next few weeks and
will be reopened after final inspection.

o The Pike House can be utilized during daylight hours only with no overnights and no use
of the Elevator without current inspection and approval from the State of Wisconsin. The
exterior wood deck and stairs has been deemed unsafe for public use and should not be
used except by maintenance staff in limited capacity. They are aware of these limitations
and the Pike House was not included in their Conditional Use Permit so should have no
impact on approval of the Special Event Permits.

e The Beer Garden and Jerry Smith Pumkin Farm inspections will be scheduled as soon as the
properties are set up for their operational seasons. Inspecting them now would have no value since
they are not set up as they will be when they plan to open for the season. I recommend the Village
proceed like we did in 2023 where you consider the application now with the understanding that
staying up to code on building inspections is a mandatory part of the permit and building
inspections will be conducted once the businesses are set up for their seasonal operations.

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

This Agreement for employment of a Village/Town Clerk/Treasurer is entered
into this day of April, 2024, by and between the Village of Somers (hereinafter called
“Employer”) and Wendy Burnette (hereinafter called “Employee” and also referred to herein as
“Clerk/Treasurer”).

ARTICLE I
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF EMPLOYEE

The Employee shall have those duties and responsibilities as set forth in Village
and Town ordinances and the job description enacted or established by the Village and Town of
Somers relative to the position of Village and Clerk/Treasurer. The Clerk/Treasurer, subject to
the limitations defined in ordinances and resolutions to be adopted by the Village and Town of
Somers, from time to time, and the laws of the State of Wisconsin, shall be the Clerk/Treasurer
of the Village and Town, responsible to the Village and Town Boards for proper administration
of the business affairs of the Village and Town, the statutes of the State of Wisconsin, the
ordinances of the Village and Town of Somers, and the resolutions and directives of the Village
and Town Boards. The Employee shall be subjéect to all provisions set forth in the Personnel
Policy and Procedures Manual of the Village of Somers that are not in conflict with the terms of
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11
TERM

The term of this Agreement shall be from April 29, 2024 to April 29, 2026.

ARTICLE III
SALARY

The annual base salary of the Employee pursuant to this Employment Agreement
shall be Sixty Thousand ($60,000.00) Dollars with an effective date of April 29, 2024. Base
salary, for purposes of this Agreement, shall be that salary paid to Employee to discharge her
duties as Clerk/Treasurer of the Village and Town of Somers. Base salary shall be adjusted in
accordance with this paragraph. In addition to base salary, Employee shall be entitled to Two
Thousand Five Hundred ($2,500.00) Dollars upon completion of Clerk/Treasurer certification
Part I and an additional bonus of Two Thousand Five Hundred ($2,500.00) Dollars upon
completion of Clerk/Treasurer Part 2 certification. Base salary for the Employee shall be Sixty-
two Thousand ($62,000.00) Dollars beginning April 29, 2025. Future additional salary may be
further adjusted upwards based upon performance reviews, which will take into consideration
adherence to goals and objectives established by the Village Board and shall include Employee’s
successful completion of seminars, obtaining credits and/or certifications issued by recognized
peer groups as set by performance standards established by the Village Administrator.

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ARTICLE IV
HEALTH INSURANCE

The Employer agrees to provide a health insurance plan for the Employee and her
family. The health insurance plan shall have the same benefits as are currently in effect for other
non-represented employees of the Village of Somers pursuant to the Wisconsin Retirement
System (WRS) Plan currently in effect.

ARTICLE V
RETIREMENT BENEFITS

The Employer agrees to pay the maximum eligible contribution which is allowed
under state law of the Employee’s contribution to the Wisconsin Retirement Fund for which
other full-time non-represented employees of the Village of Somers are eligible.

ARTICLE VI
VACATION DAYS, HOLIDAYS,
PERSONAL LEAVE, SICK LEAVE AND FUNERAL LEAVE

The Employee shall receive three (3) weeks vacation per year during the term of
this Agreement for a total of fifteen (15) paid vacation days per year beginning April 29, 2024.
The Employee shall receive holidays, personal leave, sick leave and funeral leave in accordance
with the same benefits as currently in effect for other non-represented employees of the Village
of Somers. All such benefits shall acerue from Commencement Date of the Employee’s
employment with the Village. Employee periodically shall have a review of performance as is
described in the Village’s Non-Represented Employee Manual.

ARTICLE VII
MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT

The Employee shall have a privately owned motor vehicle available for duties
associated with this Agreement, and shall be reimbursed for the use of the privately owned motor
vehiclewtilized in the course of her employment at the rate of One Hundred Fifty ($150.00)
Dollars per month for all travel within the Village and Town limits of Somers and within a thirty
(30) mile radius of the Village and Town limits of Somers. For all travel beyond the thirty (30)
mile radius, the Employee shall be reimbursed on a per mile basis at the then-current IRS
approved mileage reimbursement rates. All reimbursement shall be payable on a monthly basis.

ARTICLE VIII
PROFESSIONAL FEES

The Employer shall be responsible for payment of Employee’s costs of
maintaining membership in the Wisconsin Municipal Clerk’s Association. The Employee may
attend Clerk/Treasurer conferences of recognized associations, including the Wisconsin League

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of Municipalities Association, whenever sufficient funds are available and if authorized by the
Village Administrator.

ARTICLE IX
APPOINTMENT, EMPLOYEE TERMINATION

The Employee shall be appointed on the basis of merit with due regard to training,
experience, administrative ability, and general fitness for the office, by a majority vote of the
Village Board. The Clerk/Treasurer shall be appointed for a term of April 29, 2024 through
April 29, 2025.

The Clerk/Treasurer may be discharged or terminated for cause at any time by a
Resolution passed by a vote of the Village Board following a dueprocess hearing on such alleged
wrongful conduct pursuant to the Village Employee and Procedures Manual and must be made
by a majority of not less than five (5) members of the Village Board.

The Clerk/Treasurer may be discharged or terminated at any time without reason
and without cause by a majority vote of not fewer than five (5) members of the Village Board.

If terminated without cause and provided Employee successfully completes a six
(6) month probationary period, the Employee shall receive written notice of termination and a
copy of the resolution. Following notice of termination as described herein, the Employee shall
receive six (6) months salary and health insurance coverage as severance compensation. This
severance compensation shall be paid-at the Employee’s then-current salary at the time of normal
Village pay periods. The Employee agrees not to file for unemployment compensation benefits
until after aforesaid compensation has expired.

If terminated for cause, the Employee shall not be entitled to receive any
severance compensation, but shall be entitled to any accrued vacation or other benefits to which
she is entitled under the Village’s Employee and Procedure Manual.

The parties agree that the Employee may terminate this Agreement by giving the
Employer a minimum of ninety (90) calendar days written notice prior to the Employee’s final
day of employment. The Employee’s final day of employment shall be defined as the last day of
actual work in service to the Employer. In the event Employee voluntarily terminates this
Agreement and does not give ninety (90) days notice prior to January 29, 2025, she shall not be
entitled to any severance compensation, but shall be entitled to any accrued vacation or other
benefits to which she is entitled under the Village’s Employee and Procedures Manual. Nothing
in this paragraph shall prevent the Village and the Employee from mutually agreeing upon further
extensions of the term of this Agreement or the Employee’s employment by the Village
following April 29, 2025.
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ARTICLE X
CONSTRUCTION

This Agreement shall be construed under the laws of the State of Wisconsin.

ARTICLE XI
SEVERABILITY

If any Article or section of this Agreement, or any supplements thereto should be
held invalid by operation or law or by any tribunal of confident jurisdiction or if compliance with
or enforcement of any matter herein should be restrained by such tribunal, by operation of law,
then the remainder of this Agreement and any supplements thereto shall not hereby be affected.

ARTICLE XII
ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS

The rights of each party under this Agreement are personal to that party and may
not be assigned or transferred to any other person, firmy corporation or other entity without the
prior, express and written consent of the other party.

ARTICLE XII
BINDING EFFECT

This Agreement shall bind and inure to the benefit of the respective heirs,
personal representatives, successors and legal assigns of the parties.

ARTICLE XIV
NO WAIVER

The failure of either party to this Agreement to insist upon the performance of any
of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, or the waiver of any breach of any of the terms
and conditions of this Agreement, shall not be construed as thereafter waiving any such terms
and conditions, but the same shall continue and remain in full force and effect as if no such
forbearance or waiver had occurred.

ARTICLE XV
EFFECT OF PARTIAL INVALIDITY

The invalidity of any portion of this Agreement will not and shall not be deemed
to affect the validity of any other provision. In the event that any provision of this Agreement is
held to be invalid, the parties agree that the remaining provision shall be deemed to be in full
force and effect as if they had been executed by both parties subsequent to the expungement of
the invalid provision.
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ARTICLE XVI
AUTHORITY OF VILLAGE

By executing this Agreement below, the representative of the Village warrants and
represents that the undersigned Village President has full authority to enter into this Agreement,
such authority being authorized by motion or resolution at a duly noticed and convened meeting
of the Village of Somers, conducted under the laws of the State of Wisconsin.
